As usual, “curtain up” will be at 7 pm on Wednesday to Friday inclusive and one hour earlier at 6 pm 

on Saturday. Ticket prices remain at £6 for adults and £4 for children ad students. 

Organised parties of ten or more can buy ten tickets for the price of nine - so, for example, a party of 

nine children and one adult would pay only £36.00 instead of £42.00. and can book from December 

2hd.
